Your project relates to the areas of
activity of the Foundation and is located
in one of the eight selected countries.
Its implementation necessitates a part-
nership that lasts 2 to % years. Your
funding request is of Euros 50,000 per
year, up to 300,000 Euros over the
duration of the program, and cannot
exceed 50% of your budget.

Submit your funding request to the Pro-
gramme Fund. This will allow a more
personalized followp, regular evalua-

tions and possible readjustments as
your project progresses.

Two commissions are organized every
year, calling on the College of Experts
of the Foundation and the Project Com-
mittee. Check the deadlines for the
submission of your proposal on the
website.

Small Grants Fund

Fifty per cent of this fund is devoted to
animal biodiversity and has allowed
support to over ten endangered species
(see our Newsletter Number 12).
Created to give a nudge to proposals
with smaller budgets and spanning over
a shorter time (two years maximum), it
is best adapted to occasional requests
for support. The total Foundation grant
per project does not exceed 30,000
Euros. This fund also allows for the
testing of innovative solutions on a small
scale.
